It’s hard to find out that you are evil hearted and minded, when you thought you were so great!! BUT—there is a remedy—there is a way out from under all this mess...HOLINESS.

Holy—to be set apart. God is set apart to absolute righteousness and goodness.
· There is no sin in God

· He is a cut above

· He is not polluted 

· There is no evil in His conduct

· He is pure, no flaw, sinless

· He is absolutely good to the fullest with no taint of evil 

· 1 John 1:5, “...God is light and in Him there is no darkness at all.”

· He can have nothing to do with sin

· He is “set apart” from the power, the practice and even the presence of sin

Sin is such a cruel master—when it pays you, its wage is death...SEPARATION FROM GOD. So, SEPARATE FROM SIN AND CONNECT TO GOD. Doesn’t work any other way...not good works, not paying a tithe, attending church...those are good things that we are to do, but they of themselves don’t separate us from sin.

God, on the other hand, doesn’t “pay” any wages. What He has He GIVES...it is a FREE GIFT—eternal life NOT separate from Him. No one can “earn” this...it is a gift you must voluntarily receive.
Romans 6:23, “For the wages of sin is death, but the free gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord.”
John 10:27-28, “Jesus said, ‘My sheep hear My voice...and I give eternal life to them, and they shall never perish.’”

That connectedness to God, made possible by Jesus, makes us holy. In that holiness, we stay connected to God and are able to BE the walking Tabernacle, filled with the Holy Spirit, manifesting the fullness of the deep spiritual meaning of all the sacrifices and the feasts, too.
