	Meat Offering

	Sweet savor

	Sweet savor-not meat but flour, oil & frankincense, seasoned with salt
	Sweet savor
	For general sin nature of man
	For specific sins

	Offering to please God NOT for atonement
	No giving up of a life-symbolizes fruit of earth given up (man’s duty to man)
	Burnt upon the burnt offering remnants-to please God
	For atonement (making amends) for sin (not the sinner-the sweet savor offerings did that)
	For atonement of sin

	Life (animal) offered up-as we should offer up our lives to God (man’s duty to God)
	Flour-Christ is our bread, grain had to be crushed to make flour, it was a fine, consistent flour as Jesus is to us


	Male or female animal offering (mostly male)
	Was cast out-burned up in wilderness outside the camp-

Shows that sin has been judged
	Animal had to die for specific sins of the offerer PLUS restitution given to one offended

	Was wholly burnt up-we have to give up ALL of our life not a part
	Oil-is nurturing and healing-just as Jesus is to us
	All ate of this one-God, priest & man
	Animal offering had to be blameless/spotless (Jesus is our lamb)
	Just like us today—not only forgiven for sins but also get additional with the Spirit of God swelling within

	Animal head consumed=our thoughts
