Why we study the Feasts:
1. Provide some of the greatest word pictures of the Messiah and His chosen people

2. Teach man his relationship to God, creation and his fellow man

3. Teach us how to walk in the environment of God continuously

4. Provides seven specific lessons through the seven Feasts, which were repeated over and over again throughout the years.  (Repetition is a key to learning!)

5. If we are ignorant of the biblical Feasts we will miss out on some of the greatest blessings in scripture

The Feasts and the Jewish Calendar

· Jews had two concurrent calendars they went by—the sacred calendar which began with the month of their deliverance from Egypt (the March/April of our calendar) and the civil calendar based on the beginning of the agricultural season (our Sep/Oct)

· The civil activities (coronations of kings, harvests, etc.) happen according to the civil calendar

· The religious activities correspond with the sacred calendar

1. Selection of the bride…………………………..Creation of Man
2. Payment of price…………………………….…Promise of the Messiah

3. Betrothal……………………………………..…Abraham

4. Establish the marriage contract…………….…..Commandments and Priesthood

5. Consent of the bride……………………………Believer accepts Jesus

6. Gifts given to bride and drink 
     covenantal cup…………………………………Lord’s Supper/Crucifixion/Death

7. Ritual purification of the bride………………...Water baptism

8. Departure of groom to his father’s
     house to prepare wedding chamber……………Jesus ascends to heaven

9. Consecration of bride while groom away……...Us today

10. With approval of the father, the  Groom

returns to snatch the bride away……………….Jesus returns
11. Abduction of the bride…………………………Jesus takes us with Him

12. Great Wedding Feast…………………………..HEAVEN
